· Applicant must be a U.S. Citizen, a resident of Guadalupe County, or have a home address zoned to a Guadalupe County School
· Applicants must have participated in any Guadalupe County Fair Livestock Show, the Rodeo, Queens contest, have been a Volunteer of the Guadalupe County Fair or entered an item(s) in any of the Fair related divisions (ex. Livestock, Home Arts, Handicrafts, Baked goods, etc.)
· Applicants must not have been disqualified from any competition or the Fair at any time.

You will have no more than 12 months from the date of the awarded letter to turn in your second semester transcript to collect your final payment from the date awarded.
